CROSS-BORDER COOPERATION TO STRENGTHEN 
ENERGY EFFICIENCY IN THE MUNICIPALITY OF TUZI

July 7, 2021   

“Working groups for negotiations should be a key 
consultative platform for all sectoral policy activities. 
Through their work, and guided by the obligations from the 
closing benchmarks, we should show a greater degree of 
ownership of the process and send affirmative messages 
to the European Commission and Member States”, said 
the Chief Negotiator, Zorka Kordic at the constitutive 
sessions of the working groups for negotiations chapters.     
Discussions were held on priority activities aimed at 
fulfilling the obligations in these negotiating chapters, 
through the development and implementation of a 
roadmap with clearly defined tasks, deadlines and 
responsibilities.

The Chief Negotiator welcomed the innovation of working 
groups, emphasizing the need for synergistic action by all 
participants and the importance of good coordination and 
communication in achieving success in implementation 
of reforms.
The heads of the working groups commented on the 
results achieved, as well as on the closing benchmarks on 
which Montenegro’s further progress in these chapters 
depends. They pointed out that through good coordination 
within the working groups, they would strive to provide 
their full contribution to the fulfillment of obligations in the 
subject areas and issues of importance for every citizen of 
Montenegro.

SIGNIFICANT CONTRIBUTION OF THE UNION OF FREE 
TRADE UNIONS OF MONTENEGRO TO EUROPEAN 
INTEGRATION AND PROMOTION OF SOCIAL DIALOGUE 
The Union of Free Trade Unions of Montenegro has 
made a significant contribution to the negotiation 
process with the European Union, especially through 
participation in the intensive work of the working 
group for negotiating chapters 2 and 19 concerning 
movement of workers and social policy, “said Chief 
Negotiator Zorka Kordic during the meeting with 
the Secretary of the Union of Free Trade Unions of 
Montenegro, Srdja Kekovic.
Kordic and Kekovic exchanged views on joint action 
on the promotion of social dialogue, as a key aspect 

of European social policy, and current events in the 
process of European integration and the possibility 
for improving cooperation.
It was jointly assessed that, although the rule of law 
is the backbone of the negotiation process, more 
attention should be paid in the future to “daily life 
topics”, among which workers’ rights and social policy 
certainly stand out. To this end, cooperation has 
been agreed in the coming period in order to increase 
the visibility of these topics and make European 
integration a process for all segments of society.

RESULTS OF THE PUBLIC OPINION SURVEY: STEADY 
HIGH SUPPORT FOR MONTENEGRO’S MEMBERSHIP 
IN THE EUROPEAN UNION

Results of the public opinion survey, conducted in June 
2021 for the needs of the General Secretariat of the 
Government by DeFacto agency, with the support of the 
European Union, showed that citizens have maintained 
a high level of support for Montenegro’s membership in 
the European Union. 
71.9% of Montenegrin citizens have a positive attitude 
towards the European Union, and 73.8% support their 

country’s membership in the European Union, while 
23.6% are against, which confirms a stable trend 
compared to the survey from November/December of 
last year.
The survey shows that, if a referendum were to be 
organized now, as many as 86.9% of voters would vote 
for Montenegro’s membership in the European Union.

CONSTITUTIVE SESSION OF WG 23 HELD: WE 
MUST SHOW FULL COMMITMENT, POLITICAL 
WILL AND PROFESSIONAL CAPACITIES

 “We have to work seriously and do our best to show 
full commitment, political will and professional 
capacity so that we can push this forward.” I am 
aware that there are certain issues related to this 
chapter, as there are everywhere, and part of them 
will not depend on this working group, as they are 
related to political negotiations or the Parliament. I 
do not think that we should shift the responsibility, 
although in the objective sense, it is not in our hands 
as we are executive authorities, associated with 
the judiciary, but in the hands of politicians and the 
Parliament. But that should not hinder or disrupt us, 
nor in any way slow us down to act and achieve what 
is up to us “, said the Minister of the Interior, Sergej 
Sekulovic, at the constitutive session of the Working 

Group for Chapter 23 – Judiciary and Fundamental 
Rights, which was held today.
The Chief Negotiator, Zorka Kordic, pointed out 
the need for synergy between what is happening 
in Chapters 23 and 24, as a combination of tasks 
that are mutually complementary and involve the 
engagement of all of us.
She said that the Working Group for Chapter 23 
should also serve for a broader consultation when 
it comes to all strategic documents and regulations 
related to this matter. It should be a platform for 
exchanging opinions which will mean that the 
Working Group has ownership over certain issues 
and has the ability to approach different actors.

CONFERENCES, REGIONAL 
AND INTERNATIONAL MEETINGS

CONSTITUTIVE SESSION OF WG 24 HELD: FOCUS ON 
OBTAINING CLOSING BENCHMARKS

“The working group for Chapter 24 has a difficult 
and challenging job ahead of it. We must focus 
on achieving measurable results that will lead to 
obtaining closing benchmarks, “said the Minister 
of the Interior, Sergej Sekulovic, at the constitutive 
session of the Working Group for Chapter 24 - 
Justice, Freedom and Security, which was held today.

The Chief Negotiator, Zorka Kordic, reminded that 
in May 2020, Montenegro accepted the revised 
negotiation methodology with the EU as a political 
initiative that fits into the existing negotiating 
framework between Montenegro and the EU from 
2012, welcoming a stronger presence of EU member 
states in affirming the enlargement policy.

FOURTH RESTRICTED CALL FOR PROJECT PROPOSALS 
UNDER THE ADRIATIC-IONIAN TRANSNATIONAL 
PROGRAMME (ADRION) LAUNCHED 

The Fourth Call for Project Proposals under 
the Interreg V-B Adriatic-Ionian Transnational 
Programme 2014-2020 (ADRION) has been 
launched. The call is restricted, as it will only support 
completed projects approved under the First Call. 
The aim of the call is to encourage the promotion 
of the results achieved by implementation of the 
First Call projects, as well as to mitigate the negative 
effects caused by the coronavirus pandemic, 
which significantly affected the dissemination of 
information on the achievements and impact of 
projects on the region as a whole. The beneficiaries 
have been allocated a total of EUR 5.6 million in 
EU contributions for the implementation of project 
activities.

COOPERATION WITH THE CIVIL SECTOR

THE EMPLOYERS FEDERATION WILL CONTINUE TO 
CONTRIBUTE TO THE NEGOTIATION PROCESS  

The Employers Federation has professional and 
practical knowledge in the field of economy and 
social policy, which in the previous period was 
made available to the negotiating structure of 
Montenegro, with the expectation that their 
contribution will be even more valorized in the next 
stages of negotiations, it was announced during the 
meeting between the President of Montenegrin 
Employers Federation, Predrag Mitrovic, and the 
Chief Negotiator, Zorka Kordic. 
They held a meeting to exchange information on 
the current activities of the European Integration 
Office and the Montenegrin Employers Federation 
and discussed opportunities to improve further 
cooperation.

The interlocutors agreed that the EU accession 
process is a joint process that requires a broad social 
consensus, better cooperation of all involved actors 
and exchange of knowledge in order to build capacity 
for the obligations that await us with EU membership, 
but also appropriate economic diplomacy. It was 
agreed to continue cooperation, with the possibility 
of organizing joint trainings, as well as a joint event 
that would, following the example of the Conference 
on the Future of Europe, bring together employers 
and representatives of the negotiating structure to 
exchange views on topics relevant for functioning 
at the national and regional level, as well as for the 
European integration of Montenegro.

September 14, 2021

EUROPE DAY ORGANIZED IN BIJELO POLJE 

The Chief Negotiator, with her associates, visited 
Bijelo Polje as part of the project “Europe Day in 
Your City”, where she had a meeting with the leaders 
of the Municipality, participated in a public debate: 
“The importance of Montenegro’s accession to the 
EU’’, and, together with the Mayor, Petar Smolovic, 
visited the Public Institution ‘’Home for the Elderly 
Bijelo Polje - Day Care Centre for the Elderly’’ and the 
Office of the Joint Technical Secretariat for the cross-
border programme Serbia - Montenegro. Kordic also 
signed a memorandum of cooperation with the NGO 
Multimedia Montenegro and visited the ‘’EU Corner’’, 
a project implemented by this NGO and funded 

by the EU Kordic also signed a memorandum of 
cooperation with the NGO Multimedial Montenegro 
and visited the “EU Corner”, a project implemented 
by the NGO, which is funded by the EU.
“The project of joining the EU is a project of all of 
us. The government formally leads the project, 
but everyone must participate, both in terms of 
obligations and in terms of benefits. I believe that 
such proactive municipalities with ideas and teams 
that are willing to work and have a vision, can 
contribute in the best way to the whole process, 
“said the chief negotiator, Zorka Kordic, during her 
visit to Bijelo Polje.

HEADS OF NEGOTIATING TEAMS WITH A CLEAR VISION 
OF THE ROADMAP FOR CLOSING OF THE CHAPTERS 

September 18, 2021 

The Chief Negotiator held a working meeting with 
the heads of all working groups 

The heads of the working groups for the 33 
negotiations chapters represent the backbone of 
the negotiating structure and with their activities 
provide a clear vision of the roadmap for closing the 
chapters in all areas of the acquis communautaire. 
Capacities for fulfilling the obligations on the 
European path have been strengthened by 
innovating the membership in the working groups 
for conducting accession negotiations. Members 
of the working groups, who come from both state 
administration bodies and the civil sector, are ready 
to contribute to this common goal in the next phase 
of the process with their knowledge, experience and 
dedicated work. This was the key message from 
the working meeting of the Chief Negotiator, Zorka 
Kordic with the heads of the working groups for 

conducting accession negotiations.
At the meeting, opinions were exchanged 
regarding the application of the revised 
enlargement methodology, coordination of the 
negotiation process, improvement of internal and 
external communication, quality of documents 
and strengthening of human resources, and 
presentation of results of the negotiation process to 
the Montenegrin and international public.
The heads of the working groups presented their 
views and proposals with the aim of a more 
efficient application of the new methodology 
and development of roadmaps for the fulfillment 
of the remaining obligations in all negotiating 
chapters. They also emphasized their readiness to 
contribute to the visibility of the accession process 
by participating in various activities and present to 
the Montenegrin public the importance and benefits 
of Montenegro’s accession to the EU.

MEMBERSHIP RENEWED IN 11 MORE WORKING GROUPS 
FOR NEGOTIATIONS - NEW ENERGY FOR EU ACCESSION 

September 16, 2021  

At today’s session, the Government of Montenegro 
adopted a proposal for decisions on the formation 
of 11 working groups for the preparation and 
conducting of negotiations on Montenegro’s 
accession to the European Union.
As Kordic pointed out, by renewing the membership, 
the working groups now include all those who, with 
their knowledge and experience, can contribute 
to the fulfilment of obligations from European 
integration in a better and faster way, with the 
necessary coordination and synergy.
Decisions were made for the chapters: 1 - Free 
Movement of Goods; 3 - Right of Establishment and 

Freedom to Provide Services; 4 - Free Movement 
of Capital; 5 - Public Procurement; 7 - Intellectual 
Property Rights; 9 - Financial Services; 10 - 
Information Society and Media; 16 - Taxation; 17 
- Economic and Monetary Union; 28 - Consumer 
and Health Protection; 33 - Financial and Budgetary 
Provisions.
Following this second series of updated decisions, in 
addition to those adopted at previous Government 
sessions, the formal completion of the negotiating 
structure for the preparation and conduct of 
negotiations on Montenegro’s accession to the 
European Union is nearing completion.

KORDIC MEETS WITH HEADS OF WORKING GROUPS 
FOR NEGOTIATIONS: HIGH SUPPORT FOR EU 
MEMBERSHIP IS A RECOGNITION OF THE ENTIRE 
NEGOTIATING STRUCTURE 

July 29, 2021  

“The heads of the working groups for 33 chapters of 
negotiations and their teams are the backbone of the 
negotiation process with the EU, and the recognition 
for their continuous work is reflected in the confirmed 
support of citizens for the EU membership of almost 
74 percent.” In the coming period, our focus will be 
on roadmaps for closing benchmarks, improvement 
of Montenegro’s EU Accession Programmme and 
affirmation of the revised Negotiation Methodology, 
“said the Chief Negotiator, Zorka Kordic, at a meeting 

with the heads of working groups for negotiations. 
The online meeting was held in order to review 
the Intergovernmental Conference between 
Montenegro and the EU and discuss further steps 
for implementation of the revised methodology, 
with emphasis on early integration measures before 
gaining the full EU membership.
Kordic concluded that it is necessary to work further 
on the visibility of the negotiating structure and 
individuals who are the key actors in this process.

CHIEF NEGOTIATOR PARTICIPATED IN THE 20TH 
ECONOMIC FORUM IN KARPACZ

“Future of the Western Balkans is in the EU, especially 
if we consider the geopolitical significance of the 
accession of the countries of the region to the Union, 
as well as the impact of the European integration 
process on the stability of the European continent as 
a whole,” said Chief Negotiator Zorka Kordic.
Kordic participated in the panel discussion “The 
Western Balkans and the European Union: A Realistic 
Plan or a Distant Dream?”, which was organized 
within the framework of the twentieth Economic 
Forum in the Polish city of Karpacz.

The chief negotiator stressed that Montenegro is 
clear about achieving its key foreign policy priority and 
that EU membership is a realistic strategic plan. In 
this context, she pointed out that a good framework 
for its implementation is the application of the new 
negotiation methodology with the EU. Montenegro 
will use it, she added, both for the opportunities 
provided by early integration measures, and for 
strengthening visibility on the European scene and 
participating in discussions concerning the future of 
Europe. 

September 9, 2021 

EUROPEAN COOPERATION DAY - VISIT TO “VUJOV 
KATUN” ON CAKOR

On the occasion of the European Cooperation Day 
2021, the European Integration Office organized 
a visit to “Vujov Katun”, which was attended by 
representatives of the Delegation of the European 
Union to Montenegro, embassies in Montenegro, 
Operating Structure of Kosovo and project 
beneficiaries.
The Chief Negotiator pointed out that Vujov Katun 
testifies that the results of European Territorial 
Cooperation are tangible even in remote rural areas, 
i.e., that cross-border cooperation programmes give 
us the opportunity to fully valorize the potentials of 

our natural heritage.
“Thanks to the project “Rural tourism for economic 
development of the cross-border area of Montenegro 
and Kosovo”, which was implemented with the 
support of EU funds, the infrastructure necessary 
for tourism in katuns was improved - a trail was 
laid connecting a total of 16 katuns in Montenegro 
and Kosovo, including Vujov katun, households in 
katuns have been equipped with solar systems, 
and capacities of the rural population for providing 
tourism services have been improved, “said Kordic.

CREATIVE HUB OPENED IN KOTOR WITH THE 
SUPPORT OF THE EU  

With the restoration of the former prison building 
in the Old Town, within the project “Cross-border 
exchange for the development of Cultural and 
Creative industries - 3C”, the Creative Hub was 
officially opened in Kotor.
Project 3C, implemented under the INTERREG IPA 
Cross-border Cooperation Programme between 
Italy, Albania and Montenegro, aims to strengthen 
sustainable tourism management, with a focus on 
supporting the concept of protection of individual 
cultural property.
“As many times before, we are witnessing that 
culture connects people and represents a significant 

incentive for development of the community. I am 
certain that the 3C project will contribute to the 
valorization of creative potential in the Southern 
Adriatic region and support creation of an efficient 
and creative cross-border network, which will 
facilitate new initiatives and creative projects. This 
will certainly strengthen cooperation and networking 
of relevant key actors in the field of culture in the 
programme area, and through the renovation of the 
Old Prison building significantly improve the cultural 
offer of the city of Kotor and Montenegro, “said 
Kordic.

SYNERGY BETWEEN GOVERNMENTAL AND NON-
GOVERNMENTAL SECTOR CRUCIAL FOR CHAPTER 27

Montenegro’s Chief Negotiator with the European 
Union Zorka Kordic participated in the conference 
“Environment as part of Montenegro’s negotiation 
process on the road to the EU” organized by 
the informal network of NGOs Coalition 27. The 
conference brought together representatives 
of national and local institutions, civil society 
organizations, media, business sector, international 
organizations and diplomatic missions in 
Montenegro.
Kordic reminded that Chapter 27 - Environment and 
Climate Change is one of the most complex chapters 

in the negotiation process, primarily due to the 
extensive acquis communautaire that needs to be 
transposed into domestic legislation, but also due to 
financial resources needed by the state to establish 
infrastructure in line with EU standards, primarily in 
the areas of waste management and water quality. 
The issue of administrative capacities is also very 
important, which is one of the final criteria in this 
chapter, and it implies that Montenegro must have 
human resources who have the required specialized 
knowledge and skills for specific areas in this chapter.

“The Sustainable Local Energy Community - LEC project 
represents a recognition for the municipality of Tuzi, as 
the leading partner in the project, that it has developed 
capacities and credibility to participate in a demanding 
cross-border cooperation projects,” said Bojan Vujovic, 
advisor to the Chief Negotiator and National IPA 
Coordinator.
He participated in a workshop organized by the 
Municipality of Tuzi, within the project Civic Energy Future: 
Sustainable Local Energy Communities - LEC, funded by 
the Interreg IPA Cross-Border Cooperation Programme 
Italy-Albania-Montenegro. The workshop objective was 
to consider ideas, needs and development opportunities 
in the areas of energy conservation, energy efficiency and 
promotion of renewable energy sources.
Vujovic expressed satisfaction with the active participation 

of the Municipality of Tuzi in projects financed from IPA 
funds. He especially welcomed the implementation of 
concrete activities through the LEC project, which will 
include investments in better insulation of the Combined 
Secondary School “25. Maj” in the Municipality of Tuzi, 
which will, as he said, contribute to the improvement of 
environmental protection conditions and also improve 
students working conditions.
The President of the Municipality of Tuzi, Nick Djeljosaj, 
pointed out that the municipality is implementing five 
projects, two of which are within the Cross-Border 
Cooperation Programme Italy-Albania-Montenegro. As 
he said, the path of Montenegro is the path of European 
principles and it will be followed by local governments 
that have a major role in the process of adopting and 
implementing good practice.

Public calls for proposal of a representative for a member of the Working Group for negotiating 
chapters 3, 4, 5, 7, 9, 10, 11, 12, 13, 16, 17, 22, 25, 26, 28, and 33 have been published/extended. 

How are the negotiations for Montenegro’s 
membership in the EU progressing, how much are 
we in line with European regulations and standards 
and how much do we apply them; are we nurturing 
European values and how, in general, the process of 
European integration reflects on the everyday life 
of the citizens of Montenegro - find out in the new 
show “EU for you”.
The aim of the show, realized by RTCG in cooperation 
with the General Secretariat of the Government, the 
European Integration Office and the negotiating 
structure, is to bring the benefits and obligations of 

the accession process and future EU membership 
closer to citizens in receptive and attractive way, 
using a short and interesting informative format. 
Together with the representatives of the negotiating 
structure, the civil sector and the diplomatic corps, 
through stories about the negotiating chapters, we 
will try to shed additional light on everyday life topics 
that our citizens are interested in.
In the first show dedicated to Chapter 28 - 
Consumer and Health Protection, we were able to 
find out whether Montenegrin citizens - consumers 
are aware of their rights. 

 “More than half of Europeans speak at least two 
languages, and language learning helps us to better 
understand each other and overcome differences,” 
was the message from the European Integration 
Office, which joined this year’s celebration of 
European Day of Languages.
This day has been celebrated since 2001, on the 
26th September by 800 million Europeans living in 
the 47 member states of the Council of Europe. 
In the video message, the officials of the European 
Integration Office reminded that this day celebrates 
the rich linguistic diversity of Europe and promotes 
language learning. As they pointed out, it is estimated 
that there are more than 200 different languages in 
Europe, and that most European languages belong 
to the Germanic, Romance or Slavic language family.
  The European Integration Office stated that, in 

the European Union, based on the motto “United in 
diversity”, languages are the most direct expression 
of culture. They pointed out that one of the objectives 
of the EU’s language policy is that every citizen 
should master two other languages in addition to 
their mother tongue.
“Every EU citizen has the right to address the 
institutions of the Union in one of the official 
languages of the Union and to receive an answer in 
that language. “Multilingualism in the EU has many 
advantages, but the most important is the possibility 
to study and work in one of the EU countries,” stated 
officials of the European Integration Office.
The European Integration Office joins celebration of 
the European Day of Languages and invites everyone 
to celebrate this day, learn a foreign language and 
take advantage of the opportunities it offers.
